Human Swine Influenza
Advice from NSW Health

A parent rang the office today because they had heard there
were “confirmed cases of Swine Flu at Cronulla South”.
Contacting the school directly is the best way to allay any
fears. For the record — no student at Cronulla South Public
School has been diagnosed with swine flu. Parents are
expected to inform the school if their child has been diagnosed
with an infectious disease such as this strain of flu or whooping
cough. The school will then follow Department of Health
guidelines with regard to informing the community. Based on
the advice of NSW Health we are now asking any person with
flu symptoms to stay at home until they are well.

Any student who identifies that they are unwell, or is displaying
flu-like symptoms will be sent to a sick-bay area and their
parent or carer will be called to take them home. Simple
precautions that prevent the catching and spreading of
influenza include:

- washing your hands after contact with soiled tissues or any
contact with nose or throat discharge

- covering your mouth if you cough
- stay home if you are sick

- keep children at home if they are sick.
