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MIRANDA COMMUTER CRIME UNIT  
MIRANDA LOCAL AREA COMMAND  

 
Police attached to the Miranda Commuter Crime Unit will be conducting operations on the railway network 
between Cronulla to Sutherland and Como to Waterfall during the two week July School Holidays. The focus 
of the operation will be on underage drinking, graffiti and other malicious damage offences, theft and 
assaults.  
 
Police will patrol trains, railway stations, bus stops, parks and Central Business Districts on foot, bicycle, in 
full uniform and plain clothes. Other resources used will be drug detection dogs and Youth Liaison Officers. 
 
Police are regularly finding children as young as 11 and 12 hanging around railway stations and bus stops 
unsupervised and in company of much older teenagers. Police advise this should be avoided where possible as 
their children are at a higher risk of becoming a victim of crime or participating in crime hanging around such 
areas. 
 
Some tips for a safe holiday for your children: 

·  Travel with a parent or responsible adult wherever possible 
·  Know whose house your child will be at 
·  Speak with the friend’s parents to confirm the arrangement 
·  Remind your children of the dangers of hanging around railway stations (crime, high voltage 

equipment, fast moving trains) 
·  Where possible drop off and pick up your child from the railway station if they must use the train 
·  Have a means of contact with them (mobile phone or enough change for a public phone) 
·  Ensure your child takes only enough money for the activities on the day. Avoid carrying around 

IPODS, Portable Gaming Systems (Nintendo DS, PSP), and other expensive electronic equipment 
·  If your child feels frightened or is involved in an incident to report it immediately to a police officer, 

transit officer or Railcorp station staff 
 

Police will also remind people that anyone caught committing offences on railway property may result in a 
fine or being arrested. Some offences included are: 

·  Possession or Consumption of opened alcohol is an offence ($400) 
·  Possession of an implement for damaging property ($400) 
 An implement includes SPRAY CAN, MARKER PENS, PAINT PENS,  SHARP ROCKS, 
DREMMEL BITS, WOOD STAINS (not inclusive)
